Lochan-Um…not really I would actually rather have the chicken

Alexandra-Why not?!

Lochan - I don’t eat beef.

Alexandra-Are you like a vegetarian or something because that’s like totally lame! You miss out on so much good food

Lochan - No, not exactly…it’s against what my family believes in. 

Alexandra- Whatever man.

(I continued to read my book and later they ordered cheese pizza)

Some parts of Indian culture recognize the cow as a sacred animal that must not be eaten Lochan follows that tradition and therefore doesn’t eat products with beef in them. A Double quarter pounder is a sandwich with a beef patty. When Alexandra offered Lochan to get one I think Lochan was trying to not be rude and he politely turned the meat down assuming that Alexandra was not educated on his traditions.
